Entries must be received by Pawling Public Radio by midnight on March 9, 2012.

The High School Division: 

The twelfth grade winner will receive a $250 scholarship.

The eleventh grade winner will receive a biography of Edward R. Murrow, “Pawling Public Radio’s Edward R. Murrow Book Award.”

The ninth and tenth grade winners will each receive award certificates.

The Middle School Division:

The seventh and eighth grade winners will each receive award certificates.

The stories will be evaluated by a panel of three judges comprised of local authors and educators.  This year’s judges are Maria Reade, Eliza Goff, and Bernadette Shustak.

Winners will be announced on April 10, 2012.
